Global equities rose 3.2% in June in US dollar terms (MSCI All Country 
Index), despite experiencing higher levels of volatility mid-month. The 
second quarter has seen a strong market rebound, led by the US and 
technology companies. This has been primarily driven by very aggressive 
monetary and fiscal easing measures, and the gradual reopening of 
economies in Asia, Europe and parts of the US, despite still elevated 
COVID-19 infection rates in some areas.                                                                                       

Against this backdrop, the GMAP A USD share class returned 2.2% during 
June, which was in line with the benchmark return of 2.2%.  Within fixed 
income,our credit positions delivered positive absolute returns, with 
Bluebay performing notably well. The only position to deliver negative 
returns witin fixed income, was the BlackRock Emerging Market Debt 
Fund, with the space remaining volatile this year. Within equity, the 
positions in aggregate were ahead of global equity markets, with our US 
technology heavy positions performing well, particularly Edgewood and 
the iShares NASDAQ 100 UCITS ETF.

Stonehage Fleming Global Best Ideas Fund

The Stonehage Fleming Global Best Ideas Fund is a global long-only equity 
fund that seeks high quality businesses to hold for the long-term. There 
is a particular focus on companies that can meet the team’s four quality 
pillars - sustainable organic growth, good quality management, efficiency 
and healthy free cash flow generation. The portfolio is concentrated, with 
the number of holdings ranging between 20 and 30. Despite weakness 
in global equity markets this year, the fund has delivered positive returns 
to investors, with many of their companies operating well during the 
COVID-19 pandemic.

Lyxor / Sandler US Equity Fund

Sandler is a broad market US long/short specialist with over 20 years’ 
experience running this strategy. Portfolio construction is more dynamic 
than peers in terms of both stock selection and the management of 
net exposure; the latter is calibrated by their views of the top-down 
environment, with special consideration given to the credit cycle. The 
strategy does have a Growth bias, which we feel the manager has the 
ability to moderate when the environment becomes less constructive.
